[30th Report] <IMPORTANT>Notice on New Coronavirus Infectious Disease

Considering the infection status in the prefecture, the completion of workplace vaccination against COVID-
19 at Kanazawa University, and vaccination rate among students and faculty members, we will downgrade a
level of “Kanazawa University’s Guideline to Prevent the Spread of COVID-19” from the 3rd quarter.

However,_even with two doses of the vaccine, there is still a risk of "breakthrough infection" and the
vaccination does not guarantee that you will not catch the virus.

Think "I might have already been infected with the virus and may spread it to others" rather than "l will not
catch the virus." Continue to take thorough basic infection prevention measures to prevent the spread of
infection to others.

IPreparation for classes in Q3 of 2021
You should manage your health such as taking your temperature every day. Also, record a "Health and
Activity Record Sheet" *so that you can submit it whenever it’s required.

IMeasures to prevent the spread of infectious diseases in face-to-face classes |
® |f you have any of the following symptoms, please do not come on campus but contact your affiliated
student affairs section®.
(D Strong symptoms such as dyspnea (dyspnea), strong fatigue (malaise), and high fever
(2 Persistent relatively mild cold symptoms such as fever and cough (Including cases when you have to
keep taking antipyretics)
® Always wear a mask in face-to-face classes.
® \Wash and sanitize hands thoroughly. Please use hand sanitizer at the entrance of each lecture room
before entering the room.
® Doors of the lecture rooms should be left open at all times to ventilate frequently, even during heating
and cooling.
® To identify close contacts when a new case of coronavirus has been confirmed, make sure to touch your
student ID card to the attendance management device or follow instructions of the instructor in charge
of the class whenever you attend a face-to-face class.
® To avoid congestion in the cafeterias, the lunch break period is extended to 75 minutes and classes in
and after the 3rd period start 15 minutes later than usual in the 3rd quarter as well.
» The lunch break is 75 minutes, from 12:00 p.m. to 1:15 p.m. The 3rd period starts at 1:15 p.m. followed
by the 4th period starts at 3:00 p.m. and the 5th period starts at 4:45 p.m.

® Write (1) your student ID number, (2) your affiliation, (3) your grade and (4) Dates of vaccination
(both the 1st and 2nd dose) in the bottom blank space of the ticket before submission.
