[29th Report] <IMPORTANT>Notice on New Coronavirus Infectious Disease

Although “ Priority Preventative Measures” in Kanazawa City has been extended until Thursday,
September 30, in light of the completion of workplace vaccination against COVID-19 at Kanazawa University
and vaccination rate among students and faculty members, we are considering downgrading the level of
“Kanazawa University’s Guideline to Prevent the Spread of COVID-19*” from the third quarter.

However, the infection status of new coronavirus, including detection of new mutant strains, remains
unpredictable. Even with two doses of the vaccine, there is still a risk of "breakthrough infection" and the
vaccination does not guarantee that you will not catch the virus.

Think "I might have already been infected with the virus and may spread it to others" rather than "l will not
catch the virus." Continue to take thorough basic infection prevention measures to prevent the spread of
infection to others.

If you were vaccinated at Kanazawa University and were unable to submit a vaccination coupon at the time
of vaccination, please bring or mail it to your academic affairs section as soon as you receive it from the local
government.
® Deadline: Friday, October 1
If you have not received it by the date stated above, please submit it as soon as you receive it
® Write (1) your student ID number, (2) your affiliation, and (3) your grade in the bottom blank space of
the ticket before submission.

IPreparation for classes in Q3 of 2021
In principle, prepare for face-to-face classes. You should return to your "Commuting Address" by Friday,
September 17 and manage your health such as taking your temperature every day. Also, record a "Health
and Activity Record Sheet" *so that you can submit it whenever it’s required.

Graduate school students: Friday, October 1 - Thursday, October 14
