【第３６報】新型コロナウイルス感染症に関する注意事項 ＜重要＞ 

 

本学学生の感染増加が止まないことから、本学活動指針の具体的な対応レベルを１月 19

日付けで「教育レベル１→２」「研究活動レベル１→２」「学生の正課外活動レベル 1.5→２」

に引き上げ、２月３日（木）まで原則、遠隔授業とします。 

ただし、特定の授業・研究活動等を遠隔あるいは対面で実施する場合もあるので、引き

続き、詳細は本学からの全ての通知（Web、ポータルメッセージ及び所属の学域・研究科等

からの通知）を随時、確認すること。また、学年暦は変更しません。 

なお、第４クォーターの定期試験は２月４日（金）から原則対面で実施します。定期試験

を控え、今一度、「自分が感染しない」「他人を感染させない」行動を徹底してください。 

以下の対策は、濃厚接触となる状況や飛沫リスクのある環境をつくらないこと、万一、

感染者が発生した場合の影響範囲を限定的にとどめることにつながります。 

 

課外活動 

感染拡大防止に最大限の配慮をしても、密を避けられない活動は原則禁止（状況に応じて

一部を許可）、本学主催・共催の学生対象のイベント等並びに試合・演奏会等への参加の原

則中止又は延期（状況に応じて一部を許可）とする。 

また友人・知人との飲食・宿泊は厳に禁止する。 

 

感染防止の徹底 

 大学構内及び外出先でのマスク着用・手指消毒を徹底する。 

 多数での飲食やカラオケなど感染リスクの高い行動、３密（密集・密接・密閉）を  

避ける。友人・知人との飲食・宿泊は厳に禁止する。 

 こまめな換気。 

 大人数で集まらない、混雑している場所を避ける。 

 不特定多数で触れる場所のこまめな清掃・消毒。 

 毎朝検温し、発熱等体調不良の場合は登学せず、外出を控える。  

 次に該当した場合は、すぐに所属の学務担当係 ※へ連絡し、状況を報告する。 

① PCR検査を受検した場合 

② 保健所等から濃厚接触者であるため自宅待機するよう指示を受けた場合

【36th Report】<IMPORTANT>Notice on New Coronavirus Infectious Disease 

As the number of COVID-19 infection among our students has been increasing, we will raise the 
following response levels of “Kanazawa University's Guideline to Prevent the Spread of COVID-19” on 
January 19. Education Level 1 → 2, Research activity of faculty and students Level 1 → 2 and 
Extracurricular activity of students Level 1.5 →2. In principle, classes will be conducted online until 
Thursday, February 3. 

Some classes and research activities might be conducted online or face-to-face. For details, please 
check all notifications from the University (website, portal messages, and notifications from your 
department/ graduate school, etc.) constantly. There is no change in the academic calendar. 

Regular examination for the 4th quarter will start from Friday, February 4 and will be conducted face-
to-face in principle. Please thoroughly implement basic infection prevention measures not to get infected 
and to prevent the spread of infection to others before the examinations. 

The measures below help you to avoid situations of close contact and a risk of breathing airborne 
droplets. They also limit the impact scope if infections occur unlikely. 
 
Extracurricular activities 

In Principle, if “Three Cs”* are unavoidable, even with maximum consideration to prevent the spread 
of infection, activities are prohibited. Participation in student events and games/performances sponsored 
or co-sponsored by the university should be cancelled or postponed (permission may be granted under 
certain conditions). In addition, eating and drinking with friends or acquaintances, and sleeping overnight 
at their house are strictly prohibited. 

*Three Cs: 1. Closed spaces with poor ventilation, 2. Crowded places with many people nearby, 3. 
Close-contact settings such as close-range conversations 

 
Thorough prevention of infections 
 Wear a mask and disinfect your hands whenever you are on campus or going out. 
 Avoid the activities with high risk of infection, such as eating and drinking, karaoke in large groups, 

and the situations of "Three Cs". Refrain from eating and drinking with friends or acquaintances, 
and sleeping overnight at their house are strictly prohibited. 

 Ventilate frequently. 
 Avoid gathering in large numbers and crowded places. 
 Frequently clean and disinfect places that are touched by a large number of people. 
 Take your temperature every morning. If you have a fever or other health problems, do not come to 

school and stay at home. 
 Contact your affiliated student affairs section*immediately when you are in the following cases.  
①When you undergo a PCR test. 
②When you become a close contact person and are required to stay at home by the public health 

center.
