[38th Report] <IMPORTANT> Notice on New Coronavirus Infectious Disease

In accordance with lifting the “Priority Preventative Measures” for Ishikawa Prefecture, we lower a
level of “Kanazawa University’s Guideline to Prevent the Spread of COVID-19"% as follows.
€ Education (Lectures/Seminars, Experiments/Practical trainings): Level 2—1.5, Research activity
of faculty and students: Level 2—1.5, Extracurricular activity of students: Level 2—1.5

However, the risk of infection increases in the end and beginning of academic year due to welcome
and farewell parties and moving across prefectures to a new life. Take more thorough basic infection
prevention measures and act prudently and responsibly.

IPreparation for classes in Q1, 2022
In principle, prepare for face-to-face classes. You should return to your "Commuting Address" by
7 days before the class starts and manage your health such as taking your temperature every day.
Also, record a "Health and Activity Record Sheet">¢ so that you can submit it whenever it’s required.
Check the syllabus of 2022 Academic Year for class styles.

Class period
The changes on time of class period to avoid congestion in the cafeterias, such as the extension
of the lunch break, will be back to normal from April 2022.
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The booster shots (the 3rd dose) at Kanazawa University|
Same as the previous workplace vaccination (the 1st and 2nd doses), the Moderna COVID-19
Vaccine will be used for the booster shots (the 3rd dose) at KU, and you will receive a half of the
original Moderna dose. To receive the shot, a vaccination coupon for the booster shot is required.
The coupon will be sent to the address registered with local municipal. Details will be announced
once we find the vaccine supply schedule. The followings are tentative schedule at this point.
[Registration period through a registration system] April 5 (Tue.) - April 14 (Thu.) (TBD)
[\Vaccination period] For 20 days from May 9 (Mon.) to June 3 (Fri.) except weekends. (TBD)
This schedule is only for the booster shot (the 3rd dose). If you wish to receive the 1st and 2nd
doses, please check with your local municipal.

Those who received the 1st and 2nd doses outside Japan will not receive the vaccination coupon
as their local municipals do not ascertain the time of the vaccinations, and will not be able to get the
booster shot. If you wish to receive the coupon, please call Kanazawa City Vaccination Coupon and
Certificate Dial (076-201-8315, weekdays from 9:00 am to 5:45 pm).
