[41st Report] <IMPORTANT>Notice on New Coronavirus Infectious Disease

We have carefully reviewed our guidelines for “Extracurricular activity of students”. Thanks to your
cooperation, the number of reported cases on campus has been on a downward trend. Therefore,
the restrictions on "Extracurricular activity of students" will be further relaxed from Tuesday, July 12
(the activity level remains the same).

However, the risk of a seventh wave of infections is rising as the upward trend continues in
nationwide. We further urge everyone to take precautions to protect yourselves and those around
you.

During the summer, we ask everyone to wear and remove masks according to the situation to
prevent heatstroke which is a serious life-threatening problem.

[Extracurricular activity of students| A : Limited, A : Prohibited or Strongly limited

/\ Possible with maximum consideration to prevent the spread of infection. Activities that cannot
avoid the three Cs may be partially permitted depending on the situation.

/\ Participation in the events sponsored by or co-sponsored by the University, matches, or concerts,
etc., and training camps that do not involve matches or concerts, etc., may be permitted, depending
on the situation.

A _Refrain from eating and drinking with friends or acquaintances at your/their home or apartment.
Staying overnight with them is prohibited.

[Thorough prevention of infections|
® Refrain from eating and drinking with friends or acquaintances, staying overnight at their house
are strictly prohibited.
® Avoid the activities with high risk of infection, such as eating and drinking, karaoke in large
groups, and the situations with "Three Cs".
® Ventilate frequently and wear a mask.

® Frequently clean and disinfect places that are touched by a large number of people.
® Take body temperature every morning. If you have a fever or other health problems, do not come
to campus and stay at home.
® Contact your affiliated student affairs section*immediately when you are in the following cases.
(DWhen you undergo a PCR test.
(2When you become a close contact and are required to stay at home by the public health center.
(3®When someone close to you is diagnosed with COVID-19 and you may be a close contact.
® Our university strongly encourage to receive the 3rd dose of COVID-19 vaccination.
