Kanazawa University Youth Declaration
-Towards a Society where Everyone Shines-

In the past few years, we have experienced learning in an exiraordinary situation due to the Covid-19
pandemic. At the same time, many challenges have arisen within the international community. Now is the time
to transcend borders and cooperate globally.

On the occasion of the G7 Education Ministers’ Meeting in Toyama and Kanazawa, we, university students, high
school students, and young researchers of Kanazawa University, discussed a future of education that helps to
create a society in which each individual shines.

As a result of our discussions, we submit our vision of the principles that should become the basic pillars of
future education. We believe that adopting these principles will contribute to everyone’s well-being in global
society.

® Inclusivity: We determine inclusivity as crucial factor to shape future education as a learning environment
that respects differences. Inclusivity can be achieved through:
-Making education more inclusive by the active integration of hybrid education in schools and universities;
-Respecting individual learning preferences by providing a variety of learning formats;
-Expanding the possibilities of education for individuals with disabilities or mental health problems by
exposing them to blended learning options.

® Diversity: We envision future education as culturally diverse, with significant presence of individuals from
different backgrounds. The actions to increase diversity are:
-Improving the quality of education by using culturally responsive teaching and fostering cultural
awareness;
-Applying good practices of the countries that have implemented multiculturalism at all levels of education;
-Promoting joint research as a platform to create a diverse environment in education.

® Equity: We are convinced that future education must be based on fair and equitable distribution of

educational resources. This involves:

-Realizing the high vulnerability of the young generation and granting equal access to education for
everyone;

-Ensuring that young people have equal opportunities to succeed in their educational pursuits, regardless of
their socio-economic status;

-Reconsidering international students’ living conditions abroad and helping them to avoid precarity in a
post-covid era.

® Mobility: We recognize the leading role of free and active exchange of experiences and opportunities in
future education that can be reinforced by:
-Defining international student mobility as the key point to broaden the horizons of the youth;
-Stimulating curiosity for the greater world at a younger age and informing potential recruits of resources
available to them to go abroad;
-Strengthening international programs to form a path to intercultural dialogue and understanding of each
other’s social development.

We hereby declare that we will work to the best of our ability to bring this vision to life and stay committed to
world peace and our shared goal of a global society - achieving and enhancing individual and community
well-being.
