[Important Notice] Financial Support for Newly Enrolled Students of Kanazawa University in 
2026 
 
Kanazawa University will implement the following measures to ensure that newly enrolled 
students do not have to abandon their studies for financial reasons and can live a safe and secure 
student life. 
 
〇 Tuition and admission fee waiver 
Kanazawa University has a system for waiving (or deferring) the payment of admission and 
tuition fees for students who have difficulty in paying them due to financial reasons. The 
University also offers admission and tuition fee waivers for students affected by large-scale 
disasters such as the Noto Peninsula Earthquake of 2024 and the Noto Torrential Rainfall. For 
details on how to apply, see below.

○University's own scholarships 
The University offers its own scholarship system for victims of the Noto Peninsula earthquake 
of 2024 and the Noto torrential rains. 
The support is planned as shown in the table below. Details on how to apply will be notified 
via our university portal ʻAcanthus Portalʼ after enrolment.

〇 Lending of PCs (For undergraduate courses. However, in case of major disaster victims, for 
students of all courses.) 
If it is difficult to prepare a portable PC due to financial reasons etc., the university will lend 
you a portable PC for six months (renewable for a maximum of six months).

〇 JASSO Temporary Scholarships (for non-international students) 
The Japan Student Services Organization (JASSO) has a scholarship system for students who 
have experienced a sudden change in family finances. Please consult Student Support Section, 
Student Support Division, Educational and Student Affairs Department if you wish to apply for 
this scholarship. 
 
〇 Kanazawa University Emergency Student Support Loan（for sudden change）(for non-
international students) 
This is our original emergency student support system, which provides loans of up to \100,000 
(up to \250,000 for students who have not paid their tuition fees at the time of application), 
with no interest and no guarantor, to students in financial difficulty due to a sudden change in 
their household finances. For more information, please see this link.
